After a motion by Comm. Collins, seconded by Comm. Erickson the Board approved to reach out to FDNY Mutual Insurance Co. to get a quote for the calendar year 2019.  Motion unanimously carried. 

· Bruce Smith and Ed Erickson will be meeting with the Fiddlers Green Association on Wednesday, December 5th.  All Commissioners are welcome to attend the meeting.  It will be at Lloyd Harbor School at 7pm.
· After a motion by Comm. Collins, seconded by Comm. Brown the Board approved to survey and appraise the potential property that the residents of  Lloyd Harbor are seeking for a potential sub station.  Motion unanimously carried.
