Erickson, and Michael Plant.  Commissioner Andre Sorrentino was excused.  Also present was District Secretary/Deputy Treasurer Karla Wright. 
The Workshop Meeting began with a Salute to the Flag and was called to order at 7 PM.
· Request the Board approve the November Workshop/Early bills.  After a motion by Comm. Plant, seconded by Comm. Collins the Board approved the November Workshop/Early bills.  Motion unanimously carried.
· Request the Board approve the following Capital Reserve Firemanic invoices.  After a motion by Comm. Plant, seconded by Comm. Erickson the Board approved the following Capital Reserve Firemanic invoices.

· 2022 – cost is $61,839, effective 1/1/2022 – 12/31/2022 (if the loss ratio in year one is greater than 50%)

· Request the Board approve the renewal insurance policy for the Fuel Tank Storage Liability Policy at a cost of $1,109 effective 1/28/2021 – 1/28/2022 by Westchester A Chubb Company of ACE American Insurance Company.  After a motion by Comm. Erickson, seconded by Comm. Collins the Board approved the Fuel Tank Storage Liability Policy at a cost of $1,109.  Motion unanimously carried.

· The Department will be standing by for Cold Spring Harbor FD here at our headquarters on November 25th in the morning for a funeral that CSHFD will be attending.  After a motion by Comm. Plant, seconded by Comm. Collins the Board approved the standby coverage for CSHFD on November 25th.  Motion unanimously carried.
