Tuesday, January 12, 2021

The meeting began with a Salute to the Flag and was called to order at 6:30 PM and was opened by Fire District Treasurer, Fred J. Buckholtz, Jr.

Fire District Treasurer, Fred J. Buckholtz, Jr. then asked for nominations for Chairman for the year 2021.  Commissioner Erickson nominated Commissioner Collins as Chairman, after which the nominations were closed and the Board approved Commissioner Collins as Chairman for 2021.

Commissioner Plant nominated Commissioner Erickson as Vice Chairman, after which the nominations were closed and the Board approved Commissioner Erickson as Vice Chairman for 2021.

A Public Notice will be published in the Long Islander informing the public of the monthly Workshop Meetings.  Motion unanimously carried.  
After a motion by Comm. Erickson, seconded by Comm.
