The Workshop Meeting began with a Salute to the Flag and was called to order at 7pm.
· Steve Mosca, Financial Advisor from Stifel, Nicolaus & Company attended the meeting to review the LOSAP Plan for calendar year 2022 and what to anticipate for calendar year 2023.

· Request the Board approve the March Workshop/Early bills totaling $25,335.59.  After a motion by Comm. Erickson, seconded by Comm. Brown the Board approved the March Workshop/Early bills.  Motion unanimously carried.
· Request the Board approve the following Capital Reserve Buildings & Grounds invoice.  After a motion by Comm. Erickson, seconded by Comm. Brown the Board approved the following invoice.  Motion unanimously carried. 
· Cardmember Service in the amount of $1,500.27 for the purchase of audio and visual equipment.  (Resolution # 2022-25)

· Request the Board approve the following Capital Reserve Firemanic invoice.  After a motion by Comm. Sorrentino, seconded by Comm. Brown the Board approved the following invoice.  Motion unanimously carried. 

· CMJ Emergency Lighting in the amount of $10,442.75 for the purchase of outfitting Chiefs vehicle.  (Resolution # 2022-27)

· Request the Board approve the funds not to exceed $500 in order to comply with technology upgrades to the District website through Progressive Marketing Group.  After a motion by Comm. Erickson, seconded by Comm. Sorrentino the Board approved funds not to exceed $500 to upgrade District website.  Motion unanimously carried. 
· Request the Board approve a Permissive Referendum Resolution to expend $30,000 from the Capital Reserve Firemanic Fund for the purpose of purchasing two (2) Thermal Imaging Cameras, portable lights and various hand tools and firefighting equipment for our existing apparatus.  After a motion by Comm. Erickson, seconded by Comm. Brown the Board approved a Permissive Referendum Resolution to expend $30,000 from the Capital Reserve Firemanic Fund for the purpose of purchasing two (2) Thermal Imaging Cameras, portable lights and various hand tools and firefighting equipment for our existing apparatus.  Motion unanimously carried. Legal Notice to be published in the Long Islander.  Complete Resolution attached.  (Resolution # 2023-25)
· Request the Board approve a Permissive Referendum Resolution to expend $7,500 from the Capital Reserve Buildings & Grounds Fund for the purpose of Architect/Engineering Services to design and write specifications for the waterproofing, caulking, pointing, power washing and sealing of the exterior of the main building.  After a motion by Comm. Sorrentino, seconded by Comm. Brown the Board approved a Permissive Referendum Resolution to expend $7,500 from the Capital Reserve Buildings & Grounds Fund for the purpose of Architect/Engineering Services to design and write specifications for the waterproofing, caulking, pointing, power washing and sealing of the exterior of the main building.  Motion unanimously carried. Legal Notice to be published in the Long Islander.  Complete Resolution attached.  (Resolution # 2023-26)
· Jr. Firefighter Program:  Submittal of Application, Medical Form and By Laws for District review and approval.  After a motion by Comm. Brown, seconded by Comm. Erickson the Board approved the Application, Medical Form and By Laws as per the changes requested by the Board.  Proposed changes forwarded to the Chiefs office for review.  
· Use of Department Vehicles for other than emergency operations:  After a motion by Comm. Erickson, seconded by Comm. Brown the Board approved the Chief of the Department, or in his absence, the Assistant Chief or a Deputy Chiefs have the authority to approve the use of department vehicles for firemanic events within Suffolk & Nassau County.  This shall include, but is not limited to travel to trainings, meetings, parades, flag arches, ceremonies, etc.  The Chief authorizing such use of a vehicle must notify the Board of Fire Commissioner prior to the date of the vehicles use.  Motion unanimously carried. 
After a motion by Comm. Brown, seconded by Comm. Erickson the meeting adjourned at 7:40 pm.
